What would you say characterizes your relationship with Jesus: backsliding neglect or passion?

Smyrna (2:8-11) - the persecuted church
In the drama of your life are you living by fear or by faith in Jesus?

Pergamum (2:12-17) - the compromising church
Is God’s Word the One authoritative truth that dictates how you live your life?

Thyatira (2:18-29) - the seduced church
Does your life look increasingly like the culture around us or increasingly like Jesus?

Sardis (3:1-6) - the complacent church
Are you resting on what was or are you desiring what more Jesus may have for you to do for Him?

Philadelphia (3:7-13) - the favored church
How are you doing at holding fast to your faith in Jesus?

Laodicea (3:14-22) - the lukewarm church
Is the door to your heart open to Jesus?

1. In thinking through your responses to the specific questions (listed under each church) what might the
Holy Spirit be saying to you about your relationship with Jesus?

2. How will you respond to what the Holy Spirit is saying to you?

3. How might today’s study help you to become more dependent on Jesus?
